Impostors claim a need to gain access into homes 

to check the water meter, check the main water shut-off valve, turn off the water for a period of 

time, test the water or inspect the plumbing. 

Aquarion Water employees and contractors always carry photo identification badges with 

their name, photo, company name and logo.  Customers should also look for the distinctive 

Aquarion Water name and logo on all company vehicles, which are either blue or white, and on the 

uniforms.  If, for any reason, residents have any doubt regarding the validity of the 

identification card, residents are encouraged to call Aquarion Water at (800) 732-9678 for 

verification.  If Aquarion Water cannot verify the person as its employee the police will be 

called immediately.
